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SEPTEMBER 3, 2013

The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session in the office of the Commissioners with Chairman David L. Pippin, members Bruce H. Peterson and David Reinhardt and Recording Secretary Joanne Strommen present. 
Dan Carney, Fire Marshall, joined the meeting to participate in the weekly Lewistown Area Fire 
Restrictions Conference call.  Mr. Carney said that the Valley County area had some fire activity and the fires have increased in the State too.  There is still no fire restrictions imposed anywhere in the State.  

The Commissioners participated in a conference call with Justice of the Peace Perry Miller, who is filling in as the Valley County Justice of the Peace until the Commissioners appoint a new Judge.

Buddy Cornwell visited with Chairman Pippin about the position of Justice of the Peace.

Kristie Brabeck and Darrel Morehouse, Valley County Airport Commission members joined the meeting.

Mrs. Brabeck said that she and Mr. Morehouse are scheduled to meet with Choice Aviation to discuss the location at the airport that the Valley County Airport Commission is willing to allow Choice Aviation to build a hangar.  Choice Aviation also wants to discuss future development and needed repair at the Airport.  Discussion followed regarding some options where Choice Aviation would be allowed to build their hangar.  It was agreed that the County wants to keep the prime locations for the County for future development.
Chairman Pippin said that the Airport Commission needs to decide if they want to continue to work with Choice Aviation, and possibly give Choice Aviation a 40 year lease for a spot to build themselves a hangar and just let Choice Aviation run the airport.  

Mrs. Brabeck asked the Commissioners if they wanted Valley County to continue to own the fuel farm or let Choice Aviation have it and build a new one.  The general consensus of the group was that the fuel farm is the money maker at the airport, and that needs to stay in Valley County's ownership, however, there will have to be a substantial amount of money invested to upgrade the current system.  

Mrs. Brabeck said she thought it would be more beneficial to the County if the Airport Manager was an employee of Valley County, and not associated with the Fixed Base Operator (FBO) contract.  Currently Choice Aviation has both contracts.  Discussion followed.

Commissioner Reinhardt said that the County will have to decide if they are going to replace both fuel tanks or just one for now and another next year.  

Chairman Pippin said that it will be interesting to see what Choice Aviation has to offer when they meet next week and maybe they should not make any decisions until after that meeting.

Mr. Morehouse said that they wanted to meet with the Commissioners today so they can see how the Commissioners feel before they meet with Choice Aviation.  He said it is important that they are all on the same page.  Discussion followed.

Mr. Morehouse said that the Airport Commission gave Choice Aviation a couple of options some time back as to where they could put a hangar and Choice Aviation didn't seem to favor those ideas.  

Commissioner Peterson said that Valley County needs to keep the preferred locations for future development.  

Mr. Morehouse said that Choice Aviation was upset that Valley County wanted to build another hangar because Choice Aviation said their company cannot compete against the County because of the government breaks the County gets.  Mr. Morehouse said that he believed there was enough business that Choice Aviation could build their hangar and Valley County could build one too.  Choice Aviation would be putting a mechanic in their hangar, providing some services that are needed at the airport.  Discussion followed.  

Commissioner Peterson said that he did not feel there was enough money in the budget to do both projects, a new fuel farm and another hangar.  

Mr. Morehouse said that they could look at downsizing the hangar without any options for now, with the hopes of improving it as money allows.  

Commissioner Reinhardt said that he would like them to build it with the pipes in the flooring so that heat could be added in the future. Discussion followed.

Mrs. Brabeck said that if Valley County wants to run the fuel farm, then there would have to be three people employed to run it on a 24/7 basis. She said she reads that the Airport Manager Contract allows for an increase in cost.  Discussion followed.

The group discussed the need to keep the Valley County Airport 139 certified, which allows the bigger jets to land at the airport, even though the new Essential Air contractor, Cape Air, will not need that certification, because they will be flying smaller planes.  

Commissioner Peterson said that the Valley County Airport's budget will dictate what they can do for improvement projects, hangar and/or fuel farm, and how much the FBO and manager's contracts can be increased.  Discussion followed.

Chairman Pippin said that he attended the STAT Board meeting recently and they will be writing a letter to both the Airport Commission and the County Commissioners with a proposal, not to buy the hangar, but to set up a 30 to 40 year lease  They are proposing to pay up front for the lease, $250,000 to $350,000, and STAT will also supply the funds to remodel the hangar they are currently in.  For that, they will have full use of the hangar.  They do not want to have any other planes in their hangar because they are so busy.   That lease money could be put down on a new hangar.

Mr. Morehouse said that if the County decides to take over the fuel farm, then the contract stipulates that Choice Aviation has to allow the County to use their fuel equipment until the County can replace it.  Some needed repairs to the fuel farm were discussed.

Chairman Pippin asked if the Airport Commission had some capital improvement money that could be used to replace the fuel farm.

Mr. Morehouse said they have some funds in capital improvements, but it is being saved to replace the pavement in front of the Bumpless Hangar, and it is needed for that project. 

Commissioner Reinhardt said that he does not feel confident that the federal government is going to continue to fund the Essential Air Services for long, and that will eliminate those flights out of Glasgow.  

Mr. Morehouse said that if the Essential Air service program is discontinued, Glasgow will not have an airline service.

Mrs. Brabeck and Mr. Morehouse said that they both wanted to keep up the 139 certification, regardless of how the Essential Air Services turn out.

Mr. Morehouse said that if Valley County puts in a new fuel farm and Choice Aviation is still running it, the lease amounts should increase and the amount the County is paid per gallon of fuel sold should also be increased.  

It was agreed that some of the Commissioners and Mrs. Brabeck and Mr. Morehouse will attend the meeting with Choice Aviation next week and see what Choice Aviation wants to offer.

Mrs. Brabeck and Mr. Morehouse left the office.

Samar Fay, Glasgow Courier, visited with the Commissioners about some current Valley County issues.

The meeting was adjourned at 3:45 p.m.

The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session in the office of the Commissioners with Chairman David L. Pippin, members Bruce H. Peterson and David Reinhardt and Recording Secretary Joanne Strommen present. 

Rick Seiler, Valley County DES Coordinator, visited with the Commissioners about a Pre-Disaster Mitigation (PDM) Grant to provide a generator for the Airport.
Richard Dunbar, Phillips County Commissioner, phoned and asked the Commissioners to consider rejoining and becoming members of  the Montana Association of Oil, Gas and Coal Counties.  The cost would be $958 for Valley County.  Chairman Pippin said that the Commissioners would discuss this issue.

Stan Ozark, KLTZ/Mix 93,joined the meeting.
Chairman Pippin began Discussion and Decision at 10:35 a.m. 
Chairman Pippin asked for any additions and/or deletions to the agenda.  He said he needed to add the membership to the Montana Association of Oil, Gas and Coal Counties to the agenda.
Chairman Pippin asked for any public comment and there was none given.
The first item on the agenda was Notices of Employment / Termination and there were none submitted for action.

The next item on the agenda was to appoint the Justice of the Peace.

Commissioner Reinhardt made the motion to appoint James H. Wixson to fulfill the vacated position of Justice of the Peace until that term ends on December 31, 2014.  The motion was seconded by Chairman Pippin for discussion.  

Chairman Pippin asked if anyone had any reason why Mr. Wixson should not be appointed, and there were none given.

Commissioner Peterson said that he thought there were better candidates so he would be opposing this motion.  

Chairman Pippin called for the vote.

Commissioner Reinhardt and Chairman Pippin voted aye and Commissioner Peterson voted nay.  The motion carried to appoint James H. Wixson as the Valley County Justice of the Peace.

The next item on the agenda was implementing a tax levy for premium contributions for group benefits.

The total amount for this levy would be $29,500.  He said at this time there needs to be a Notice published for a public hearing to consider this tax levy before any action can be taken.
A motion was made by Commissioner Peterson to publish the following Notice in the local paper.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Reinhardt.

Chairman Pippin asked for discussion.  

Commissioner Peterson said that he had originally thought the levy was for 4% of the increase of the health insurance costs which is $17,000.  However, there is a formula that the State has given to the Clerk & Recorder to use that makes the tax levy $29,500.   He said that this total makes about a .7% tax increase to the county tax payers.  

Chairman Pippin asked for any further discussion and called for the vote and it passed unanimously to publish the Notice for the public hearing. 

The Valley County Road Shop light project was the next item on the agenda.

Chairman Pippin said that he had a request to allow Wayne Waarvik, Jr., Valley County Road Supervisor, to pursue updating the lights in the Road Shop.  This would be done in two stages, one being to update the lights in the main shop building and the next to replace them in the welding shop area.  He said they don't have the final costs yet.  There is money in the Six County funds that could be used and there is a Northwestern Energy grant that would put about $4,000 towards the project.  There would also be some outside lights updated.  

After some discussion Commissioner Peterson said he would like to figure out some more budget numbers before a final decision is made.  He said he liked that this project gives the County a seven year payback due to energy savings.  

Commissioner Peterson said that at one time they were considering replacing the Courthouse furnace to gain some energy saving, perhaps they need to look further into that and consider doing that project too. 

After some discussion it was agreed to have Mr. Waarvik look further into the project and get a more accurate cost for the lighting upgrade then bring those costs back for consideration.  

Chairman Pippin said the last item that was added to the agenda was to consider Valley County becoming members of  the Montana Association of Oil, Gas and Coal Counties.  He asked if any of the Commissioners were interested in doing this.

Commissioner Peterson and Commissioner Reinhardt said they were not interested because they did not feel there was enough benefit to justify the cost. 

No action will be taken to become members of the Montana Association of Oil, Gas and Coal Counties.

Commissioner Peterson asked if there was any interest shown, in-house regarding the Memo that went out to the departments for the position of Health Department Director and there was none.  

After some discussion it was agreed by the Commissioners to begin advertising in the local job service for this opening. 

Mr. Ozark left the office.

Commissioner Peterson left the office for the day.

Tori Matejovsky, Great Northern Development Corporation (GNDC) and Mona Amundson joined the meeting.  

Mrs. Matjovsky is the person who oversees the economic type of grants for GNDC. She said that this grant used to be CTEP funds, but now there is a new program and that is what she is running this grant through. 

Mrs. Amundson said that they are working on a Transportation Alternative Grant through the Montana Department of Transportation to pave the walking and improve the handicap parking area at the Valley County Fairgrounds.   They discussed the project with the Commissioners.  

Mrs. Matjovsky said that the grant application was due this Friday.  She said at this time there haven't been many grants submitted, but there will probably be more submitted at the last minute.

Mrs. Matejovsky said that they need matching funds of 13.42% and are asking if Valley County would be willing to commit to the cash match.  They estimated the match amount to be between $13,000 and $15,000. Discussion followed.

Commissioner Reinhardt asked why they were not considering cement instead of pavement.  

Mrs. Amundson said that they thought cement was more expensive and it was agreed to get a cost on both options.  

A motion was made by Commissioner Reinhardt to pay $15,000 out of PILT funds, which is the 13.42% match for the Transportation Alternative Grant for an estimated cost of $177,000, that is being submitted by Tori Matjovsky, Great Northern Development Corporation (GNDC), to pave the walking paths and the handicap parking area at the Valley County Fairgrounds.  The motion was seconded by Chairman Pippin and it carried. 

Mrs. Matjovsky said that GNDC has a Planner on staff that is available to help with the development of the Growth Policies if Valley County needs that service.  

Chairman Pippin said that Valley County does need to update their Growth Policy and asked that they set up a meeting with the GNDC Planner and Mrs. Matjovksy agreed to get that scheduled.

Mrs. Matjovsky and Mrs. Amundson left the office.

Stone Tihista informed the Commissioners that she needed them to inform the State BLM that she is authorized to sign for Rick Stellflug, Valley County Weed/Mosquito Coordinator, in his absence.  

The Commissioners agreed to contact the BLM, via email, verifying that they have given their authorization that Stone Tihista may sign for Mr. Stellflug.  

A motion was made by Commissioner Reinhardt to pay $8,000 to Adam's Asphalt for the repairs to the Refuse Road out of PILT funds, as agreed by the Commissioners at the July 23, 2013, meeting. The motion was seconded by Chairman Pippin and it carried. 

An email was sent to Lori Anderson, BLM Grants Management Officer and she sent back verification that Stone Tihista was accepted to sign the necessary BLM documentation for Rick Stellflug, Valley County Weed/Mosquito Coordinator, in his absence. 
The meeting was adjourned at 2:30 p.m.

Wayne Waarvik, Jr., Valley County Road Supervisor, and Paul Tweten, Valley County Road Administrator, visited with the Commissioners about the road's budget.

A motion was made by Commissioner Peterson directing the Chairman to sign Change Order No. 2 for the Canal Road Bridge Replacement Project, to repair the damage done by high waters this past Spring, increasing the project by $130,370.00.  The motion was seconded by Chairman Pippin and it carried.

Chairman Pippin informed the Board that he was asked if a group of Scotty Sponsors could have access to some Valley County land next to the High School to build an approach that could be used to put their cannon on during the football games.

Barry Billingsley and Tara Hicks, Nemont Cooperative.  Mr. Billingsley said he was retiring and Mrs. Hicks was going to take over his duties.

Mr. Waarvik and Mr. Tweten left the office.

Jenny Reinhardt, Valley County Treasurer, and Samar Fay, Glasgow Courier, joined the meeting.  

Chairman Pippin began Discussion and Decision at 10:30 a.m. 

Chairman Pippin asked for any additions and/or deletions to the agenda.

Commissioner Peterson said he would like to add Valley County Employee pay raises to the agenda so it will be added at the end.
Chairman Pippin asked for any public comment and  none were given.
A motion was made by Commissioner Reinhardt authorizing the Chairman to execute a Notice of Termination for Dean Watson, as Field Supervisor for the Mosquito District, effective September 9, 2013.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Peterson and passed unanimously.
A motion was made by Commissioner Reinhardt authorizing the Chairman to execute a Notice of Termination for Sawyer Hillman, as Operator for the Mosquito District, effective September 9, 2013.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Peterson and passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Commissioner Reinhardt authorizing the Chairman to execute a Notice of Termination for Anthony Sones, as Operator for the Weed District, effective September 9, 2013.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Peterson and passed unanimously.

The next agenda item was to appoint a member to the Planning Board.

A motion was made by Commissioner Peterson to appoint LeRoy Kountz to fill a vacated position on the Valley County Planning Board, effective immediately through June 30, 2014, the motion was seconded by Commissioner Reinhardt and unanimously carried.

The next item on the agenda was the Right-of-Way Application submitted from Nemont.

A motion was made by Commissioner Reinhardt authorizing the Chairman to execute an Application and Permit to Use Right-of-Way No. 606, between Valley County and Nemont Telephone Cooperative, for the construction of an underground utility line located approximately .14 miles west of Junction E. Hanson Road and Highway 24 North, in Section 20 and 29, Township 29 North, Range 40 East.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Reinhardt and it unanimously passed. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Peterson, seconded by Commissioner Reinhardt and passed unanimously to sign the Valley County Treasurer's Report for the month ending August 31, 2013. 

The Compensation Board recommendation was the next item on the agenda.  

Chairman Pippin said that the Compensation Board has recommended a pay increase of 5% for elected officials and the same increase for the County Attorney.  This recommendation was based on a comparison analogy on other similar counties and Valley County was the lowest, or second to the lowest on that list.  He said he would entertain a motion to get this on the table for discussion.

A motion was made by Commissioner Peterson to implement a 5% increase to the base salary, based on the recommendation by the Valley County Salary Compensation Board, for the elected officials salaries, retroactive to July 1, 2013.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Reinhardt.

Chairman Pippin asked for any discussion.

Commissioner Peterson said that the cost to Valley County if we did the same raise for all employees would be between $200,000 and $225,000.  Just elected officials he would estimate to be around $30,000. 

Commissioner Peterson said he had some concerns about where the PILT funding is right now and that it may not continue to be funded in addition to not knowing where the Keystone Pipeline project stands.  He said that he would be voting against it, not that he doesn't believe the raises are warranted, but he would like to get the budgets completed to be sure.

Chairman Pippin asked for the vote.

Chairman Pippin and Commissioner Reinhardt voted aye, and Commissioner Peterson voted nay.

The next item on the agenda is Resolution No. 23-2013-Setting Elected Officials Salaries. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Peterson to execute the following Resolution, seconded by Commissioner Reinhardt and passed unanimously: 

RESOLUTION NO. 23-2013
RESOLUTION SETTING ELECTED OFFICIALS SALARIES

WHEREAS, House Bill 345 (HB 345) passed by the 2001 Montana Legislature established a County Compensation Board (CCB) for annually reviewing the compensation of elected officials and recommending to the county governing body a compensation schedule for said elected officials, including a recommendation for a cost-of-living increment; and

WHEREAS, Montana Code Annotated (MCA) § 7-4-2503 (as amended by HB 345) requires the county governing body to annually establish the salaries of said elected officials based upon the recommendation of the CCB; and

WHEREAS, MCA § 7-4-2504 (as amended by HB 345) requires the county governing body to fix the salaries of said elected officials on or before August 1 of each year by adding to the salaries provided for in § 7-4-2503 a cost-of-living increment based upon the schedule approved by the CCB; and

WHEREAS, the CCB has held hearings for the purpose of reviewing the compensation for said elected officials and making a compensation recommendation to the Board of Valley County Commissioners (Commission); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to House Bill 345 all three (3) members of the Commission, as members of the CCB, participated in said hearings; and

WHEREAS, after completing its hearings the CCB has made a written recommendation to the Commission, which recommendation was approved by the CCB; and

WHEREAS, the Commission has elected to accept the recommendation approved by the CCB and to implement a 5% salary increase to the current base salary for all elected officials.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Valley County, Montana, as follows:

The additional agenda item to consider, as requested by Commissioner Peterson, was the Valley County employee raises.

Chairman Pippin said he would entertain a motion.
Commissioner Peterson said that he would like them to consider a $1.00 raise, or a 5% raise, whichever is greater for all Valley County employees who are eligible for health insurance, retroactive to July 1, 2013.  Discussion followed.

A motion was made by Commissioner Peterson to give a $1.00 per hour salary increase, or 5% raise whichever is greater, to all Valley County employees who are eligible for health insurance with some variations as listed on the schedule.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Reinhardt for discussion.

Chairman Pippin said that his problem with this motion is that it does not take care of the 90% deputies, who would not get the full 5% increase.  He asked if there was a way that they could address this and make it fair to all. 

Mrs. Reinhardt said that it is in the law that the 90% deputy gets 90% of the salary of the elected official in that office. So, eventually the nonelected employees who are not deputies, will be getting a raise that gets their salary up higher than the deputies who are only getting 90% or less.  Every elected office has to have a deputy that can sign for the elected official in their absence. 

Commissioner Peterson asked what the solution would be.

Mrs. Reinhardt said that she believed you should only give a raise of 90% to the nonelected employees so they are not getting more than the 90% deputies.  Discussion followed.

Commissioner Reinhardt made a motion to amend the previous motion made by Commissioner Peterson to change the increase to $.86 per hour, which will make the increase at approximately 90% of what the raise was for the elected officials.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Peterson and it passed unanimously to amend the motion. 

Commissioner Peterson said in general the Commissioners are looking at giving the permanent full-time and part-time employees who work enough to be eligible for insurance, a $.86 per hour salary increase, with some variations, and temporary and some part-time employees will receive a $1.00 per hour increase.  

Commissioner Peterson said there are about five or six employees who are paid over $20 per hour and that is why he wanted to keep the "or 5% raise in there so they are compensated more fairly.  

Chairman Pippin said that they could compensate for this difference through an evaluation process and give merit raises for those that should get a higher increase in their pay.  Also there are some people that have several duties in their position and maybe they should be compensated at a higher rate. 

Commissioner Reinhardt said that he has considered all the money that is being spent this year, but if next year there is no money, there has to be cuts in budgets, not increasing taxes and he will not vote for any increases in salary. 

Commissioner Peterson asked for the vote on the amendment.

Commissioner Reinhardt's motion to amend the salary increase motion to $.86 per hour made by Commissioner Peterson passed unanimously.

Chairman Pippin called for a vote on the amended motion as it reads, give a $.86 per hour salary increase to all Valley County employees who are eligible for health insurance with some variations as listed on the schedule, retroactive to July 1, 2013. 
The motion passed with a unanimous vote.

FEMA will pay 75% of that cost and the State will pay the remaining 25%, less the County's 2 mills Disaster levy amount. 

Mr. Gruener said that they need to remember however, a 2-mills Disaster Levy can only be done once during the fiscal year.  So, if it turns out that the County has a severe winter and flooding next spring, they cannot implement another disaster levy.  Discussion followed.

Mr. Gruener said he would draft a Resolution to implement the 2-mills Disaster Levy for the Commissioners to consider and the group left the office.

A motion was made by Commissioner Peterson authorizing the Chairman to sign the Application for Federal Assistance SF-424 for the Airport, seconded by Commissioner Reinhardt and it passed unanimously.

Said two (2) mills in the amount of $44,586.00 will be levied during Fiscal Year 2014 and will be utilized to match the County share required under the provisions of FEMA-4127-DR-MT.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that copies of this Resolution be filed with the County Clerk and Recorder, Appraisal/Assessment Division and the Montana Disaster and Emergency Services Division in Helena.

Commissioner Peterson said that the Commissioners are currently discussing some extra projects and there are funds and spending authority with the Local Option and PILT funds for those projects, even though they have not decided if they will, or will not, move forward with some of them.

Mrs. Isle said that she had received a call from Duane Knapp, St. Marie, to see if it was a possibility to use Brownfield funds to help them clean up the old hospital site at St. Marie so they could develop it into an assisted living facility.  She said that based on the articles in the Glasgow Courier it seems to be quite a controversial subject right now.   She said that GNDC works for Valley County and they need some direction from the Commissioners before they move forward. 

Chairman Pippin said that there is definitely some controversy going on at St. Marie and a group that Mr. Knapp is involved with, DTM, is in a lawsuit against many of the people at St. Marie.  He reviewed some of the St. Marie history. 

Mrs. Isle said that they cannot grant to a private individual or corporation, only to a local government entity or a non-profit.  She said that Mr. Knapp implied that they were a non-profit organization and that the Valley County Commissioners were behind them.  Discussion followed.
Chairman Pippin said that Mr. Knapp's group has a complaint about the fees with the Water District at St. Marie, but the Water District has the right to set their own fees and regulations.
Mrs. Isle said that she believes the St. Marie Water District still has a State revolving fund loan so they cannot charge more than a reasonable rate.  She asked the Commissioners if they were willing to be a sponsor in this project.

Commissioner Reinhardt said that the DTM group comes in and visits with the Commissioners quite often, but the Commissioners really don't know what all they are doing at St. Marie and have never been asked about a Brownfield project. 

Mrs. Isle said that she would like to contact Mr. Knapp and tell him he will have to approach the Commissioners about sponsoring Mr. Knapp with this project.  She said that she would need to move forward on the Commissioner's behalf and approval.  Discussion followed.

Chairman Pippin said that he is not sure that they actually own the property.  That would have to be clarified before anything could be done with it.  
After some discussion the Commissioners were in agreement that Mrs. Isle should contact Mr. Knapp and tell him that the Brownfield request must come from the Commissioners. 

The Commissioners discussed the McGrueger  project with Mrs. Isle and she left the office.
Rob Brunelle and Brian Austin, Long Run Fire Department members, Dan Carney, Fire Marshall, and Glasgow City Council member Dan Durrell joined the meeting. 

Chairman Pippin said that he thought this was a continuing discussion about what Valley County is willing to commit to their building project and the Commissioners have requested some information indicating the size of building they are looking at and what the cost would be.  He said they are also wanting to know if the City of Glasgow is willing to give Long Run an agreement to build on their property where the current Long Run Fire Hall is located.

Mr. Austin handed out some information showing the estimated costs and their building plan.  The building they are currently looking at would be 40 feet by 100 feet, built in two stages at an estimated cost of $212,100.  It is proposed to be built on Glasgow City property next to their current Long Run building.  He said they would like to do the first stage which is to get the cement slab done at a cost of $110,000, then add the building and doors which would give them cold storage to begin with at a total cost of $179,000.  
Chairman Pippin said that he would like to make a commitment of $150,000 but he didn't think the rest of the Commission was willing to do that.  He said they are waiting to see if the PILT funds will continue to be funded before the Commissioners can make a decision.  He said that giving Long Run a donation to get started is up for discussion.
Mr. Austin said that the Commissioners wanted to know what the City of Glasgow is willing to do and that is why they asked Mr. Durrell to come to the meeting. 
Mr. Austin said that they would be willing to take a small amount of money right now to get started with the cement work, and then to continue further with more funding at a later date. 

Mr. Brunelle said that Roger Waarvik was paid to engineer a plan for them several years ago and he has agreed to draw up some more plans for them based on this new proposal. 

Commissioner Peterson said to be honest with them, this project was not high enough on his priority list to put the $150,000 into it right now.  He said if the County gets the full PILT payments, that would be revenue of about $975,000, and right now the current budget has it all spent.  He listed his priorities of funding, clearing up the problem at the Page Gravel Pit, the County has committed matches to CTEP grants of about $30,000, a fuel farm at the Airport, and three bridges repaired at a cost of about a quarter million dollars apiece.  He said these are all priorities that he feels would come before the Long Run's building.  Commissioner Peterson said the PILT funds should be decided by the Congress very soon, because the Federal fiscal year starts October 1st.  
Commissioner Peterson said that hopefully there will be a decision made soon on the TransCanada Keystone Pipeline too, however we must remember that revenue won't be received before fiscal year 2016. 
Commissioner Peterson said that knowing these funds were coming, would make a difference, but right now he would say no.   He said he really appreciated getting this information today from the firemen. 
Chairman Pippin said that there is the option to build their building and Valley County would borrow the money for Long Run.  The loan payment of about $21,000 is taken out of Long Run's budget each year for about ten years to pay off the loan.  

Commissioner Reinhardt said that he would like to ask Mr. Durrell if the City Council has discussed this project, and if it was going to cost the County to put Long Run up there.  They need to know that information before a decision is made.
Mr. Durrell said that the Council feels there should be some give and take here, whether it is in gravel or whatever.  He said that he did not believe it would have to be money.  He said they gave the County a gift when they closed the street for the Detention Center, which was a big one, and that was what the discussion was with the City Council members. 
Commissioner Reinhardt said that looking at this list the estimation for concrete is about $70,000, so if it was done in stages, would Long Run put money towards it also. 
Mr. Brunelle said they have money in their building fund and they can go to the Theo Beck Foundation for grant money.  
Mr. Austin said that they had money granted to them from the Theo Beck Foundation last year, but they had to turn the money down because they were not ready to move forward with the project. They have a fund raiser every year and they could make this year's money go directly towards the building.  But, it will depend on what the City will do, they need to have a place to put the building.  He asked Mr. Durrell if it was a no, or a maybe, from the City and Mr. Durrell said he thought it was a maybe when they talked about it. 

Chairman Pippin asked if it would reduce the cost of insurance for the City to have a fire hall on both sides of the track.  He said that they always felt having Long Run inside the City Limits was a positive for insurance premiums.   

Mr. Durrell said it does not change their insurance whether it was in the City or not because they have the City fire department already, it doesn't hurt, but it doesn't change anything. 

Commissioner Reinhardt said if the concrete was $70,000 and the County came up with half of that, would Long Run be able to come up with the other half for the work.  He said there really isn't time to get it done this Fall, so it would be next Spring.
Mr. Austin and Mr. Brunelle felt like they could provide half with their fund raiser, the Theo Beck Foundation and what money they already have. 

Commissioner Peterson asked how much money they had in their Foundation Fund that could be used for the building project. 
Mr. Brunelle said that he was not sure because he did not know if the funds were paid back for the money that was taken out for Long Run claims at the end of the budget year. He estimated there was about $34,000.   Discussion followed.
Mr. Brunelle said that he felt if they were able to at least start, then people would see that and would be more willing to donate money. 

Chairman Pippin asked Commissioner Reinhardt if he would be willing to make a motion.  

Commissioner Reinhardt said that he was more comfortable looking at the $35,000 to get them started, but he does agree with Commissioner Peterson that we have to see what the PILT Funds are doing.   Discussion followed.

Commissioner Peterson asked if they had done any test drilling of the soil to see if it is compatible and was that cost listed in their proposal.

Mr. Austin said no it was not listed because they had already agreed to pay for the test drilling but they were waiting for some sort of commitment from the City and the County before they spent that money. 
Chairman Pippin asked Mr. Durrell if the City maybe wanted the ground next to the Long Run for some City development and Mr. Durrell said no, there was no discussion to use the land at that location.
It was pointed out that building at the present site has a lot of the utilities already there saving that cost.

Chairman Pippin asked if the Commissioners were willing to give some sort of commitment today.
Commissioner Reinhardt asked where the funds would be to use for this project and Commissioner Peterson said the options would be Local Option Tax funds, the Building Capital fund or PILT funds which are already over spent.  Commissioner Peterson said that there is also the mineral rights revenue from the State that comes in. 

Commissioner Reinhardt said the Building Capital fund actually came from PILT funds several years ago to start putting this money away for building improvements.  Discussion followed.

The Commissioners were in agreement to give $36,000 to Long Run out of the Building Capital fund as long as Long Run will match those funds to put the concrete slab in, and that there is an agreement signed between the City and the County for the use of the property.   This issue will be put on the next agenda for an official decision to be made.
Mr. Durrell asked what Valley County wants from the City of Glasgow. 

Commissioner Reinhardt said they need to know how much it is going to cost the County to put their building there.  There would have to be an agreement signed between the City and Valley County giving Long Run the right to be there.  Some different options were discussed. 

Mr. Brunelle said their current agreement says that Long Run can be there as long as the property is being used by Long Run for a fire hall.  This agreement only covers the property where the current building is located. 

After some discussion it was agreed that the County Commissioners will send a letter to the City of Glasgow stating that the County is willing to give Long Run some funds as long as the City is willing to give them the use of the additional property to expand at that location.  

Mr. Austin, Mr. Brunelle and Mr. Durrell left the office.  

The meeting was adjourned at 3:00 p.m.

SEPTEMBER 18, 2013
Commissioner Reinhardt was not in the office today because he was in Lewistown attending the  Montana Resource Advisory Council (RAC) meetings.

Commissioner Peterson attended the Safety Coordination meeting this morning and returned after lunch.

Cam Shipp, Valley County Sanitarian, visited with Commissioner Peterson.

Colleen Pankratz, Valley County Transit Supervisor, visited with Commissioner Peterson about a request that she had to give free transportation services to a handicapped individual.  
Glen Meier, Valley County Sheriff, visited with Commissioner Peterson.
LeRoy Kountz, Missing Link Gravel, submitted a bill of $10,000 to Valley County.  He said the County was responsible for this bill because he had to hire someone to haul the gravel out of the Page Gravel Pit because Wayne Waarvik, Jr., Valley County Road Supervisor, locked the gates to this pit where he had the gravel.  The pit was locked down because one of the contractors had breached the boundaries of the permit.  Mr. Waarvik gave Mr. Kountz a warning to get the gravel hauled out before the gates were locked.  Due to fact that there had been a lot of rain, Kountz's gravel could not be hauled out to the road site, so it was hauled to another location, to be stored until the road dried up enough to be used.  The cost was to haul the gravel out of the pit area to be stored at another location.
Commissioner Peterson told Mr. Kountz that he would discuss this again with the other Commissioners and get back to him with their response.  He said that he would visit with Nick Murnion, Valley County Attorney, about the County's responsibility in this matter.
Mr. Kountz left the office.

Chinook Justice of the Peace Perry Miller and Valley County Justice of the Peace Jim Wixson visited with Commissioner Peterson for a short while.
Dora Jean Beil, Refuse District/Airport Commission Secretary, and Airport Commission member Kristie Brabeck joined the meeting.
Mrs. Brabeck said that the Airport Commission is having a special meeting Friday morning to make their final decision on Choice Aviation's requests to build a new fuel farm, and the location where they can build their new hangar.  She said that after their past meetings they are all basically in agreement that Valley County does not want to give up the fuel farm, so Choice Aviation will not have the option to build their own fuel farm at the airport.

Mrs. Brabeck said that if Valley County can get 90-10 money, which is 90% of the grant funds are given with 10% matching funds from the County, to build a fuel farm, then they are restricted from leasing the fuel farm out and it has to stay under Valley County's control.  She also said that the Airport Commission is concerned about the time involved to submit for the 90-10 money and then the time involved to get the fuel farm built. This may be a rather time consuming process and they do not want to be without a fuel farm at the airport.  So they will need Choice Aviation to be involved to run the fuel farm until the time the project is completed.  Discussion followed.
Mrs. Brabeck said that she felt that the letter to Choice Aviation telling them they cannot build a new fuel farm should come from the Commissioners.  

Mrs. Beil said that she would want Nick Murnion, Valley County Attorney, to tell Choice Aviation that Valley County has the opportunity to use 90-10 money to build a new fuel farm and leasing the fuel farm out is not an option if those funds are used.  

After some discussion it was agreed that either way the fuel farm is handled, if the County builds a new one or if Choice Aviation would build one, a new contract will have to be signed by all parties. 

Commissioner Peterson said he would like to call Lance D. Bowser, P.E., Robert Peccia & Associates Inc., who has been working with the Valley County Airport Commission, and get some more information on using 90-10 money for a fuel farm.  He said he would also like to visit with Nick Murnion, Valley County Attorney, about this issue.
Mrs. Brabeck and Mrs. Beil left the office. 

SEPTEMBER 19, 2013
The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session in the office of the Commissioners with Chairman David L. Pippin, member Bruce H. Peterson and Recording Secretary Joanne Strommen present. 

Wayne Waarvik, Jr., Valley County Road Supervisor, was in the office and visited with the Commissioners about some various road issues.
Norm Girard visited with the Commissioners about the Museum's employees' salary increases.  

Bob Hanson, Long Run Fire Department Chief, informed the Board that he is going to meet with the Worker's Comp. Board at Helena regarding the pre-existing health condition regulations.  Discussion followed.
Mr. Hanson and Chairman Pippin left the office.

Glasgow Mayor Dan Carney and Recreation Director Jory Casterline visited with the Commissioners about some asphalt fines that the Valley County Road Department owns. Mayor Carney said that Wayne Waarvik, Jr., Valley County Road Supervisor, told him the Valley County Commissioners agreed to sell the fines to the City of Glasgow for $5.00 per yard but they feel that would be too much money.  
Mr. Casterline said that he got grant money to build a bike path around the sewer lagoons at Sullivan Park.  He said he got a bid to haul them and it will cost an additional $7.00 per yard to have the fines hauled in making a total of $12.00 per yard, and that is too much.  
Mayor Carney said that they could get 3/4" gravel from Fossum Ready Mix for less.  Discussion followed.

Commissioner Peterson said that he would visit with the other Commissioners and see if they could come down on that price and the City group left the office.
The meeting was adjourned at 10:30 a.m.

SEPTEMBER 23, 2013
Chairman Pippin and Commissioner Reinhardt were out of the office this week attending the annual MACo conference in Helena.   

Commissioner Peterson was in the office in the morning and then headed to Helena for the MACo Conference.

Dora Jean Beil, Refuse District/Airport Commission Secretary, gave the Commissioners a copy of a letter sent to the Valley County Airport Commission from Choice Aviation which states that they are terminating their "Fixed Base Operator Agreement and their "Airport Manager Agreement, effective on, or before, December 22, 2013.
SEPTEMBER 24, 2013

A public hearing was held by the Board of County Commissioners at 10:00 a.m. today to obtain public comments regarding a Resolution of intent to implement an additional annual property tax for premium contributions for group benefits beyond the amount in effect on July 1, 1999, not subject to the mill levy calculation limitation provided for in Section 15-10-420, Montana Code Annotated, as set forth by the Montana 2001 Legislature under House Bill 409.  

There was none who attended this hearing.  
Paul Tweten, Valley County Road Administrator, reported an incident with a Road Department employee who was insubordinate to the degree that Mr. Tweten sent the individual home for the day.  A letter will be written verifying these events and will be signed by Mr. Tweten and the employee.  Wayne Waarvik, Jr., Valley County Road Supervisor, is out of town this week.
SEPTEMBER 27, 2013

Chairman Pippin was in the office in the morning and signed claims.
Commissioner Peterson stopped in and signed claims. 

Wayne Waarvik, Jr., Valley County Road Supervisor, visited with the Commissioners about an incident with an employee that happened earlier in the week when he was gone and Paul Tweten, Valley County Road Administrator, handled the situation.

Commissioner Peterson left the office.

Mr. Waarvik left the office.

Chairman Pippin left the office. 

SEPTEMBER 30, 2013
The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session in the office of the Commissioners with Chairman David L. Pippin, members Bruce H. Peterson and David Reinhardt and Recording Secretary Joanne Strommen present. 
Dora Jean Beil, Refuse District/Airport Commission Secretary, and Paul Koski, Robert Lipscomb and Kristie Brabeck from the Airport Commission joined the meeting.

Chairman Pippin said that the Valley County Airport Commission received a letter from Choice Aviation terminating their services at the airport and this meeting today is to see what action the Airport Commission wants to take. 
Nick Murnion, Valley County Attorney, joined the meeting.

Mr. Lipscomb said the first question that comes to his mind is that the Agreements have a protection clause in which states that Choice Aviation must give the County ninety days to take over, and allowing the County the use of the fuel equipment until it can be replaced. The letter indicates that those ninety days are up based on the date of the letter, but Mr. Lipscomb said that he believes the ninety days is from the date Choice Aviation leaves.  He believed Nick Murnion, Valley County Attorney, needed to verify those details.  Discussion followed.

Mr. Lipscomb asked if the County was planning on replacing the above ground pumps, card control, and when that might happen.
Chairman Pippin said that he had hoped there would be 90-10 money available to do some of this work, which would be available next year.  He said that he figured the current pumps would be fine to use until next spring when the work could be done, but the County will have to come up with the above ground pumps, fuel card control system, and some fuel trucks.  Remember though, that once this equipment is in service, the County will be making the full profit on the selling of the fuel. Discussion followed.

Mrs. Brabeck said that she was at meetings this past week and spoke to some people about this situation and they all said that Valley County's insurance will change because the County will now have to take the liability for the fuel farm and those people did not think MACo had that type of liability insurance.  

Chairman Pippin said he spoke with Greg Jackson, MACo's  JPIA Trust Administrator, about the new coverage that Valley County will need to be in the airport fuel business and Mr. Jackson said that he did not see a problem with that, but he would check further into it.   About three hours later Mr. Jackson told Chairman Pippin that it would not be a problem, but he will clarify the services with United Insurance, who is the local agent for MACo.  
Mrs. Brabeck said that we have to make sure that MACo understands that the airport will not only be providing self serve fuel, but will also be fueling up airplanes themselves.  
Commissioner Peterson asked the Airport Commission members if they were ready to take over the Airport and have the County run it instead of contracting out the services.

Commissioner Peterson said now we have to decide what has to be done.  Chairman Pippin said he would follow up on insurance and asked what else do we need to do. 

The group reviewed the Agreement terminology. 

Mr. Koski said that maybe they could find fuel trucks within the ninety days before Choice Aviation leaves, and they would not even have to worry about Choice Aviation providing anything thereafter. Discussion followed.
Mrs. Brabeck said she visited with an individual from the company Red Eagle Aviation, an FBO from Kalispell, at her meetings last week and they said that their company could provide all the equipment and Fixed Base Operator (FBO) services needed during the transition if Valley County wanted to contract them for a short time, while Valley County is getting equipped to run the fuel services themselves.  Mrs. Brabeck said that she was told that the County should not make any quick decisions on the equipment and services, but to think it through and maybe utilizing Red Eagle for a duration would give the County time to figure out exactly what they want to do and not make any quick decisions.  Discussion followed. 
Chairman Pippin said that he visited with Fred Liestiko, Kalispell Airport Manager, and Mr. Liestiko said that he would write up some options and put some ideas together for the Glasgow Airport during this transition. 
Chairman Pippin said that he contacted some different fuel companies to get some information and he will be getting some information on some pumps, tanks and needed equipment and the costs.  
Commissioner Peterson asked how long it will take to get the equipment. 

Chairman Pippin said that the tanks is what will take some time to get, but the rest of the equipment will be easy to get.  He said he was going to send a picture of the fuel pumps to a company to see what the County currently uses. Discussion followed.

Commissioner Peterson suggested checking to see if there were fuel trucks available through the 1033 program.  He asked if the County wanted to ask Choice Aviation if they would sell any of their equipment to the County.  

Mr. Koski said that he thought they should at least ask Choice Aviation and see what their prices were.  
Mr. Murnion said let's not get the cart before the horse. Legally speaking, when Choice Aviation pulls out they are going to be in violation of the Agreement.  The first decision is, does the County want to allow them to violate the Agreement.  Mr. Murnion said he gets the feeling that the Airport Commission is going to allow Choice Aviation to terminate.  If that is so, than there needs to be a mutual agreement, or a mutual release from both parties.  He said this is a big benefit for Choice Aviation.  That is the first thing that has to be done.  
Secondly, what are the final details that have to be met before Choice Aviation walks off, records, documents, property, anything that the County will need to take over.   Mr. Murnion said a list needs to be made so it can be listed in the document to Choice Aviation.  He suggested maybe a telephone conference with Choice Aviation verifying the needed documents and make sure everyone is on the same page to meet these requests and then draft a mutual agreement to terminate. 
It was brought up that Choice Aviation owes the County money too.
Mrs. Brabeck said that Valley County is the only Airport she has found that allows the FBO and the Airport Manager to be the same company.  She said that the general consensus was that this policy is probably not beneficial to the County.  She said that her suggestion would be that the County would hire an employee to manage the airport and maybe find another company to take the FBO services.  Discussion followed.
Mr. Lipscomb said that if the County uses 90-10 money to build a new fuel farm, than he understands that the County cannot lease out the fuel services, but has to do it themselves.  

Commissioner Peterson said that he understood that if the County uses 90-10 money than the County cannot contract out that service but the County has to make the money on the fuel farm and run it.  Discussion followed.  

Chairman Pippin said that the Lewistown airports makes their money on all their leases.  

Mrs. Brabeck said that they need to have someone take care of the FBO services because the County does not have the means to provide those services such as flying lessons and charter services.  She said that everyone told her the fuel business is where the money is made.  She didn't think you could get anyone to come in and just be the FBO.  Discussion. 
It was agreed by the group that STAT is their main customer and whatever the County does, they want to make sure they are meeting all of STAT's needs.  The airport needs to be a full time, airport with full services available at all times. 

Mr. Murnion verified that there is no reason that Choice Aviation could say the County was in default of the Contract.  The County needs to decide what they want to require from Choice Aviation in the mutual agreement to terminate and get over that hurdle first. 
Mr. Koski said that he had thought the County was going to take over all the services, the airport manager and the FBO services.   Discussion followed.
Mrs. Brabeck said that they need to figure out what exactly it will cost the County to run the airport and what revenue can be expected to compare to those costs.  Those numbers would help in making their decisions.  Discussion followed.
Mr. Murnion verified that they need to gather the information to put together the mutual agreement document for Choice Aviation.  He said he wants the list of items that we need from Choice Aviation, verify a date of termination and make this a part of the condition of the mutual release of services.  Once that list is done, we can move forward from there. 

Chairman Pippin said he has contacted a couple of fuel providers and is checking into what they can provide for services and the cost.

Commissioner Peterson said he spoke with the FAA in Helena when he was there last week and was told Valley County needs to get an evaluation on the condition of our taxiways at the airport, because that was the next issue that was supposed to be addressed with 90-10 money to verify where the money can be used. 

Commissioner Peterson said that they will probably need a good job description for the airport manager position to begin advertising and when would that position have to be filled. Discussion followed.
Mr. Lipscomb said that one of the FAA inspectors told him that having a County or State road department plow the airport runways is not an option unless those people are trained in the plowing and maintenance of airport runways.  

Chairman Pippin said that he spoke with Wayne Waarvik, Jr., Valley County Road Supervisor, about having some, or all of his crew certified in airway plowing so that we at least have them to fall back on.  
Mr. Lipscomb said that he would fear that if there was a problem with heavy snow, than there would be plenty of other places that those snow plows would be needed. 

Commissioner Peterson said that the priorities would have to be set ahead of time, and that is what would be plowed first. The runways would have to be clear for emergency services such as STAT.  Discussion followed.
After some discussion it was agreed that the Airport Commission will come up with the list of things they want from Choice Aviation for Mr. Murnion and then they will all meet again.  The Commissioners will meet with STAT and make sure we are meeting their needs. 
The group left the office. 
Glasgow Mayor Dan Carney visited with the Commissioners about some millings from the Road Department that the City needs to pave a bike path around the Glasgow Sewer Lagoon.  Discussion followed.

A motion was made by Commissioner Reinhardt to sell 3,000 yards of millings to the City of Glasgow at $2.50 per yard.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Peterson and it carried unanimously.
